Insulfoam® SP roof insulations are utilized in Direct to Deck applications where our insulation is placed 
directly over a steel deck.  During the insulation and subsequent roof membrane application the insulation 
must be able to withstand normal roof traffic.  To assure proper performance during application and 
through the life of the roof Insulfoam has determined the minimum thicknesses for our insulation systems 
that are applied over a steel deck.  The following chart list the minimum thickness of Insulfoam SP        
required for various deck types:
